We are working to finalize our grant agreement for the $850K of wildfire mitigation work
next year.

As you are aware, Slope and Hatch will be operating in the Collective this winter (and
hopefully for many winter to come). They received their sign permit this week.

We currently have two open patrol officer positions in the PD. Our hiring process has
begun in earnest. We are scheduling written tests for applicants. Those passing the written
test will move on to the rid-a-long phase. During this phase they are required to ride with
different officers for three shifts (two dayshift rides and one nightshift ride).Then, after all
that, interview panels, etc.

The County is standing up the Criminal Justice Coordinating Committee again. Originally
tasked with jail design, the goal of reconvening the CJCC is to strengthen coordination
across our criminal justice system by providing a comprehensive forum for collaboration
on items such as jail operations, early case resolution, program alternatives, high utilizers
and field operations, and other systemic issues.
